Insulation also reduces annual energy use in U.S. buildings by 12 quadrillion BTUs, roughly 15 percent of total U.S. annual energy usage. It also diminishes power plant emissions, cutting carbon dioxide by 780 million tons annually. (The figures include both commercial and residential buildings and are taken from the study "Green and Competitive: The Energy, Environmental and Economic Benefits of Fiber Glass, Mineral Wool, and Spray Foam Insulation Products.")
According to the U.S. Department of Energy, one third of the energy used in commercial buildings is devoted to heating and cooling. That's why it makes good business sense to maximize the fiber glass insulation in your building(s) to achieve greater energy savings and reduce heating and cooling loads.
Of course this is just the tip of the iceberg. There are layers of benefits to adding fiber glass insulation in commercial buildings - from increased energy savings, temperature and condensation control to noise reduction and environmental sustainability.

Think comfort and condensation control.
A temperature controlled work environment is vital to employee health and productivity. Every office worker knows that a comfortable climate is a key factor in productivity; insulation in walls, ceilings and ducts makes it possible to maintain a comfortable environment for building occupants.
To maintain consistent temperature throughout the building, fiber glass duct insulation products help a building's HVAC system deliver conditioned air at design temperatures without over-working the HVAC system. Besides potentially reducing the size of HVAC equipment, properly insulated ducts also contribute to reduced operating costs.
Preventing unwanted moisture, especially in the HVAC system, is another important function of insulation in commercial construction. [bookmark: _GoBack]In fact, noise pollution is a major environmental problem; and exposure to excessive noise causes stress, poor concentration, productivity reduction, fatigue and loss of psychological well-being. Insulation in walls, ceilings, floors and ducts significantly reduces the amount of noise inside buildings.
Fiber glass insulation products, specifically duct board and duct liner minimize the transmission of HVAC noise, such as expansion and contraction of steel ducts (popping and cracking), fan noise, etc. Acoustical wall and ceiling insulations also reduce noise transfer from one room to another.
